DESIGN IN THE
WORLD AFTER THE
PANDEMIC

While changes have been experienced in all areas
of life after the pandemic, as a result of the coming
of the concept of social distance in our lives, de-
signs in accordance with today's conditions began
to be made in public areas.

Outbreaks have always been effective in shaping
the design of large cities and buildings. Cholera
epidemics in the 19th century showed the necessity
of sewage systems, the importance of wider and
flat roads on them, the balanced spread of the pop-
ulation, and shaped modern cities. The third plague
pandemic that started in China in 1855 changed
many things during the global war against mice,
from drainpipes in cities to doorsills and building
foundations. The shapes always bear the traces of
the fears of the epidemic as well as functionality.

Now while we all live with our social distances,
isolations, quarantines, shops are closed, offices
are abandoned, urban centers turn into ghost cities,
what will Covid-19 change in our cities and how it
will affect future designs is a matter of curiosity.
From now on, new standards and regulations will
undoubtedly be set for many sectors from economy
to politics, healthcare to agriculture, trade to
technology, urbanism to architecture, and many
more. We will search for ways to build the cities,
buildings, and houses we live in in a healthier, more
durable, beautiful, creative, and harmonious man-
ner with nature. Living in buildings where carbon
emissions are minimized, built using sustainable
and environmentally friendly materials, that can be
heated with solar panels, that can produce their
own energy, that support indoor gardening with
private terraces, that can filter water, etc. and that
are aimed at maximum harmony with nature, are no
longer a remote possibility.

Working from Home (Home Office)

Because of the quarantine, everyone had to work
from home, and many companies have realized that
this is sustainable. Now in our homes, instead of
temporary solutions; we need real "home offices"
where we can leave more of the rest of the house,
which will allow us to be more productive. For this,
comfortable office furniture, efficient storage units,
good lighting, soundproofed spaces where we can
make video calls but special to work are required.

Privacy in Houses

After being in quarantine for a long time, the
concept of privacy has become even more valuable,
especially for large families. Open plans, which
have been an important trend in the interior design
of recent years, will begin to lose their importance.
It was noticed that large open spaces where the
kitchen, living room, dining room, and study coex-
isted were not particularly useful in such periods.
Everyone needs their own private space where
they will not be disturbed even for a while. For this
reason, it seems like a good idea to add small cute
spaces (hobby, reading corner, etc.) to home plans.

Healthy Areas

After this period when the concept of hygiene has
come to the fore so much, there will be interesting
changes in terms of hygiene in homes. While the
latest technology has been used in ventilation

and water filtration, automatic cleaning taps have
become more common in bathroom designs and
smart toilets. The preferences in the materials to be
used in interior decoration are; antibacterial fabrics;
sustainable, durable, antimicrobial materials for
countertops and furniture; ultraviolet lamps, which
are used in lighting and have bacteria and viruses
killing properties, have become today's popular
products.

Open Spaces

After a long period of quarantine in an apartment,
the biggest need of everyone is undoubtedly to
have a small garden or a small terrace where

we can spend time outdoors. It is certain that
new ways to bring nature into our homes will be
pursued. Vertical gardens and indoor gardening
will be the most preferred areas to both reduce
our stress and clean the air. In the urban world
dominated by technology and industrial architec-
ture, it seems that the effect of nature on designs
will be indispensable in architectural projects to
be made from now on. Dropkick allows movement
without the concern of germs. There is a concern
that traces of coronavirus have been found on
stainless steel for up to 72 hours, and that contin-
uous disinfection may only cause certain bacteria
to grow stronger. The foot-activated button is an
interesting alternative that gives people more
options when they come back to earth.

The Ako-Petlas tower is a building with a closed
volume of approximately 20,000 m?.

The total areas we have designed for interior
architecture are approximately 8,000 m?,

When the Petlas-Ako group of the building was
built. Units scattered in other buildings were
gathered in the construction. 20 floors and

12 floors are divided into company units. The
dining hall is located on the 10th floor. That

is, in the middle. The 12th floor is planned to
serve as a conference and meeting room floor,
with each unit's own meeting room on each
floor. After the 13th floor, it was designed as the
boardroom and V.I.P lounge areas. The interior

architectural lineup was designed to fit the

l

modern architectural style. A proactive and most
importantly, transparent interior design style
with plain, bright, pastel-toned colors was pref-
ered. The floor of the entrance hall, information,
waiting areas, circulation corridors and WC’s
were toraced black marble and tundra gray
marbles. If you buy an office working hours, in
offices, meeting rooms, 50x50 carpet tiles. It
was tried to make the atmosphere warmer and
more cozy with American walnut veneer wall
panels in the interiors of the country, where
painted glass and stainless steel are intense.

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Could you talk about yourself?
| 'was born in Ankara in 1969. | completed my primary, secondary

and high school education at TED Ankara College. In 1992, | gra-
duated from Bilkent University, Faculty of Fine Arts, Department
of Interior Architecture and Environmental Design. After gaining
nearly five years of experience in an interior architecture office,
we established our own design studio with my partners. We conti-
nued our business life, which we started with home decoration,
by designing hotels, shopping malls, offices, and stores. We

have completed the applications of the works we designed for a
long time on a turnkey basis. For the last five years, | have been
continuing my career by designing projects under the same name
and with the same office, separately from my partners.

What are you influenced and inspired by when

designing a space?
Actually, | can be inspired and influenced by everything about life

while designing. | can be fed by anything one can think of, from
the movie | watch, the book | read, a city | visit, a work of opera

| listen to, a painting | see in the exhibition. If your job is design,
you cannot lower the switch in your head like you lock your office
door. Your brain continues to function while you are eating, watc-
hing TV, and even dreaming in your sleep.

What do you pay attention to when designing an office?

First of all, I try to make correct planning regarding the functioning
of the space. | start by learning to the finest detail the current
operating system of the company that | will design the interior
architecture of. | analyze what the units in the company are, their
customs, configurations, connections, and interactions with other
units. | try to understand the hierarchical order in units. As a result
of all these data, a correct function scheme emerges, | design the
floor plan of the office with the help of this scheme. The second
stage is to determine the interior architectural atmosphere of the
office, that is, its aesthetic identity. Then, it is the stage where we
design the final interior design line of the work.

Can you tell us about the design process of Petlas Ako Grup?
The process proceeded as in my previous answer. In the first

stage; we got to know the Ako company, whose interior design
would be done. We tried to reach the answers to the questions
such as what is the position of the company in the sector, what
are its goals for the future, what is its internal configuration and
setup. In line with these data, we determined the profile of the
company. In the second stage; we have worked on how to reflect
this profile to the interior atmosphere we will design.

How do you choose your solution partners?
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We choose our solution partners among the companies that
will implement the projects we design the best, most realis-
tic, highest quality, and most importantly "on time". After the
application is over, experienced companies that can provide
service, stand behind their work or product, produce soluti-
ons, follow the agenda and the current, and constantly im-
prove themselves become our indispensable after a while. If
you are not working with the companies that | have described
above during the application phase, the result will not satisfy
you or the employer even if you design perfectly. The interior
architecture profession is a team game. They can reach the
result that will make the customer happy only if the designer,

product supplier, and practitioner can be in harmony together.

You preferred transparent dividing walls in Ako Grup, what is
the reason for using transparent dividing walls in work areas?
If you ask me, transparent dividing walls are indispensable in
today's offices. The most important value it adds to the space

is that it gives the designer the chance to carry the daylight on
the front facade to the very interior of the space. | think it has
incredible benefits to the user both aesthetically and economically.
It provides the opportunity to work with natural sunlight in the
offices during the daytime, almost without the need for electrical
energy. Furthermore, it has an important role in the creation of
spaces where everyone can see each other, where there is no
privacy, where work efficiency is increased, transparent, dynamic
and most importantly, where positive energy is concentrated,
where people feel freer.

What kind of designs do you think should be made in the
changing world?

We all miss the natural life that we damaged and even destroyed
with our hands. In fact, | can say that this pandemic process
caused this longing to peak. We are already getting tired of our
soulless, mechanical, shallow lives created by technology. We are
trying to include nature in our daily lives in order to reduce this

Unfortunately, it has become impossible to make long-term plans
for the future and even to dream about it during this pandemic
that affects both the country's deteriorating economic situation
and the whole world. When these bad days are over, when we
return to the old days we worked with enthusiasm and lived with
pleasure, | hope we can continue our dreams to become a bou-
tique design studio that makes quality and original projects both in
its country and abroad.

How do you evaluate architecture in Turkey?
As a result of the government’s bringing the construction sector

into the forefront in Turkey and unflagging support, Turkey has
experienced a very rapid development in terms of architecture.
Turkish contractors and architects have had revolutionary
experience in both design and construction technology in the last
fifteen years. We seem to be no worse than European architects. ..
We are even ahead of them in many aspects, but unfortunately, we
still do not have a unique architectural line. We cannot go a step
further than copying Northern European architects for years. In
fact, we are so good at copying them that we create architectural
works that are even more successful than the originals. | hope
that one day the Turkish architectural world will create its own
unique style and will reach a point where it is imitated and respe-
cted all over the world.

Do you have something that you want to add finally?
We have been working with Aspen company for years and we

enjoy it very much. We received praise from our customers

for choosing Aspen in every job we finished. Our designs have
become even more beautiful when combined with Aspen's meticu-
lousness in the application. Together with the friendly, sincere, and
most importantly experienced Aspen staff, we have created work
environments where thousands of people can work in peace, joy,
and pleasure. | hope this beautiful union will continue for many
years to come.

B2 katindaki de-
partmanlar Cumulus masasini kullanirken, bu ekipler-
den farkl bir ¢alisma sistemine sahip olan Teknoloji
boélimiinde ise kendi ¢alisma sistemlerine gére (Kan-
ban) 6zellesmis bir oturma diizeni uygulandi. 8-10
kisilik gruplar halinde calisan teknoloji ekipleri i¢in U
seklinde oturma diizeni olusturularak her bir ekibe
6zel rayh yazilabilir ylizey sistemleri, dinlenme alanlan
ve kisa toplanma alanlan kurgulandi. B1 ve B2 katla-
nnda bu projeye ve galisma gruplarina 6zel olarak ay-
dinlatma elemanlan tasarlandi.

SOCIAL SPACGE

The emphasis placed on the potential and power of design to
influence societies, create awareness and change has been
increasing day by day for the last two decades. Today, we are
witnessing that these emphases started in the first months of
2020 and gained strength with an increasing momentum, and

a new social design movement started to emerge. We see that
professionals from different disciplines and sensitive individuals
come together in a collective and organized manner to combat
the global effects of the coronavirus, which emerged in Wuhan,
China in December 2019 and spread all over the world in a very
short time. The coronavirus inevitably has brought the social
issues on the agenda of recent years and the issue of urgent
solutions to these issues as a necessity for everyone. Social
problems have been in the interest of a wider audience than ever
before. With Covid-19, we have to change our daily habits and
re-question our perception of life and the way we live.

We are trying to understand the impact that the pandemic has
created and will create, to construct new life and working models
to adapt to it and to adapt quickly to this alternative order.
Although the virus has inevitably slowed down humanity with its
devastating effects, everything is transforming very quickly. While
some of this transformation develops as a natural result of these

changes in our daily life practices, some of them appear as an
effect of the actions carried out by individuals on their own initia-
tives. With quarantine and travel restrictions, the reduction of all
kinds of vehicle use and industrial production, and the transfer of

CHANGING
TRENDS

The common point of all 2030 megatrends is lifestyles that
move societies away from individualism towards solidarity and
organized action. Producing more environmentalist and greener
subcultures and defining responsibilities through global resourc-
es are the basic values of new trends. While this process tends
towards a tendency that is more respectful to nature, how will
the design industry be affected by this, how will it support and
guide the process?

In the past 10 years, "data" has been defined as the new oil.
Data is now seen as our new land, and we can only generate
value when we process it correctly. Imagine that every piece of
information we plant is unrivaled, inexhaustible, regenerative,
and almost unlimited in storage and its transmission is envi-
ronmentally friendly. Imagine that data clinics are created to
calculate and protect the required data while designing products
and services, past data are cleaned with the help of algorithms,
and solutions with high efficiency are produced with new entries.
Such a future is inevitable for the sustainability of energy and
resources. Perhaps the most important ingredient for a green
future.

We see seven main trends for our near future. All of these
trends are related to a green world; raw material concerns,
demographic changes, transparency policies, world policies,
clean technology, urbanization, and global warming... The
factors that determine the role of these changes in our lives will
be data-based technologies and design-oriented thinking. Fol-
lowing megatrends will strengthen designers' place in the future
world market. The mega-trends of the future will bring greener
innovations than ever before in history. Data-based technologies
will play a major role in the development of solutions. Data

will create new business areas of the future. In parallel with
technological development, jobs requiring muscle power will
decrease and employees will prefer design and computer-based
white-collar professions. We looked at the Megatrends of 2030
to better understand the future.

Raw Material Concerns

The path followed by the industry in the last 50 years was

to produce in the easiest way, in the most quantity, and at

the cheapest price. In addition to harm nature seriously, this
system caused uncontrolled use of raw materials. Excessive
consumption combined with the lack of the chain of recycling in
production turned into a concern for raw material access. Ac-
cording to the officials, raw material problems will be the biggest
production problem we will face in the industry in ten years. Raw
material problems will bring production problems with them. As
raw materials decrease, prices will rise and production will turn
to reuse design. Products will begin to consist of recycled raw
materials, recycled parts, and components. For designers and
developers, this will bring about new production methods and
business models.

Demographic Changes

"In 2030, the world population is projected to increase to 8.5
billion people." - United Nations

Thanks to the developments in the medical field, the world popu-
lation will increase at a rate never seen before. In addition to the
population growth, the age balance will also change. The elderly
population will increase more and more. It will be the task of the
designers to meet the new needs arising from the changing de-
mography and to appeal to a different user base. In this process,
creative solutions developed by designers by adopting meg-
atrends will be critical for a smooth cultural change. Designers
who produce solutions for the increasing population will create
more effective products by using data-based information. More-
over, data-based technologies will enable us to find solutions to
problems that arise over time.

Transparent Policies

With the developments provided by technology, all kinds of
information about the products will be accessible. These
developments will enable users to prefer companies with more
transparent policies. Companies with unethical working systems
will see a decrease on a customer basis as this information be-
comes available. Users will prefer manufacturers that offer good
conditions to their employees, brands with low carbon footprints,
productions, and products without toxic content. Companies will
be able to comply with new ethical standards with the solutions
that designers find to production and system problems. Design-
ers will produce responsibility-based solutions such as reusable

products, electric transportation technologies, and advanced
sharing systems. There will be increased interest in healthy
products developed with environmental awareness for consum-
ers. Green production standards will become the new moral code
in the design of ideas, products, objects, and systems.

World Policies

Current practices are insufficient for international problems,
especially global warming. We need new solution methods, and
we will need them as time passes. Although it is not possible

to predict 2030 World policies from today, in the near future
international unity or national isolation will enter a period of
strengthening. In these times when the future of the policies

is uncertain, the decisions taken by the companies about the
environment will affect our future at least as much as national
and international agreements. Designers who adopt the environ-
mentalist product and system design as a principle will work in
the decision-making mechanisms of companies.

Data collected from people will shed light on world policies. Data
technologies that provide objective information will become the
decision-making factor in the decision-making mechanisms of
both states and companies in the future.

Clean Technologies

Thanks to technological developments, renewable energy tech-
nologies will become cheaper. As renewable energy becomes
more economical, it will be preferred in production due to its en-
vironmentalist character. In addition to reducing costs, limits will
be placed on fossil fuel spending by countries and companies.
This situation will grow the renewable energy sector. Products
that use renewable energy will be designed and environmentally
friendly alternatives for products that play a role in our daily

life will emerge. Re-use in products will not be limited to raw
material recycling, it will become a rule to include existing com-
ponents in new products.

Urbanization

The growing global population will gather in cities. Many new
problems will arise where there is unplanned urbanization due
to the increasing population. While trying to solve infrastructure
problems, investing in projects that take care of the sustainabil-
ity of cities will be started. For the sustainability of megacities,
solutions such as urban agriculture, smart living spaces, and ef-
ficient housing systems will be developed. Innovative solutions of
designers will play an important role in making the cities where
the population grows livable. The optimization of cities that
have reached an unprecedented size will also be provided with
data-based technologies. Data-based technologies will turn into
data processing platforms in the development of living spaces.

Global warming

The frightening effects of global warming have begun to appear
seriously. Rising sea levels, destruction of ecosystems, melting
of glaciers and similar natural disasters are taking effect today.
We have entered a period in which we will be fighting even more
destructive disasters. We will feel the mass effects of global
warming more. The disappearance of agricultural lands, melting
of glaciers and climate shifts, and the reversing acceleration of
the triggered carbon emissions will radically change natural life.
On the one hand, while applying high-cost solutions to mitigate
its effects, on the other hand, we will see that the new masses
who are called climate refugees have to leave their countries.
Countries, institutions, and companies trying to find solutions

to these problems will need a new perspective. Global warming
will become more relevant to the world of production. Nowadays,
measures need to be taken from nationwide to small companies
without further delay. The world of design already acts as a cat-
alyst for the development of these policies. The most important
example of these measures in the industry in the future will be
environmental design strategies.

A Greener World

As a result, companies that follow the environmental trends pre-
dicted by the 2030 mega-trends and make the right investments
will succeed on the global stage. With the change of trends,
user profiles, products, and services needed will change. When
the damages of global warming emerge, the production and
consumption behavior of users will change. A smarter, greener
user profile will emerge. This emerging user profile will demand
better quality products. If you want your projects and products
to compete in large-scale markets in the future, you should
determine the location of megatrends in your strategy.

HOW WILL THE OFFICE

DESIGNS OF THE FUTURE BE?

The coronavirus, which emerged in China for the first time at

the end of last year and spread all over the world, had dramatic
effects on the dynamics and lifestyle of all of us. The virus, known
as Covid-19 with its medical name, has become a "pandemic" at
an extraordinary speed. Although the restrictions imposed by the
governments gradually began to be stretched in this process where
we switch to remote work, use masks, attach more importance to
our hygiene and increase social distance, it is inevitable that the
pandemic has long-term effects on our lives. At the beginning of the
20th century, as working life began to be located in high-rise build-
ings, the need to make these closed spaces as social, spacious,
and interactive as possible arose. In these days, when the concept
of social distancing falls into the middle of our lives, a different
radical change is taking place, especially in office designs. The
open office concept, which was quite fashionable in the past, may
not be preferred as it used to cause many people to work close to
each other. With wide corridors and enlarged entrances compared
to the past, it is predicted that the dividing walls between the work
areas will increase. Coffee and dining areas can also be designed
as more individual spaces instead of being together, similar to open
work areas. The demand for socialization areas can be solved by the
overflow of socialization spaces to the outdoor. Thus, open spaces
dominated by natural ventilation can be added to the design instead
of unhealthy spaces with artificial ventilation in offices. In addition,
improvements and changes in indoor ventilation systems are among
the measures that can be taken to prevent the spread of the virus.
The health-centered design concept can also lead to new parame-
ters and standards in office designs. With the increase of concepts
such as modular design, flexible dividing, and prefabricated
extensions, architects will begin to produce new solutions by taking
social distancing measures into consideration. It will be especially
important to cover the surfaces to be used in crowded places with
materials that can be easily cleaned and prevent the proliferation

of diseases. Space sizes that can vary according to the increasing
number of people in indoor spaces and combinations of seating with
social distances will also be the primary issue to be considered.

Rethinking Public Spaces

During the process we closed home, we all felt the importance of
open-air and being in touch with nature. Humankind's need to be
close to nature increases exponentially in cases such as epidemics
and disasters. For this reason, it is necessary to think about what
can be done to better fight epidemics in public areas in crowded
metropolises, which have become the center of epidemics due to
population density and cause the disease to spread much faster. In
urban spaces, paying attention to the dimensioning of pavements
and squares, considering the increase in population and pedestrians
while designing public spaces, keeping the amount of green space
per person high should be the most important criteria. In addition,
social distance can provide new arrangements for public seating
areas that we often see in squares. It is possible to design individ-
ual or 2-3 person seating areas instead of collective seating areas.
Providing optimum comfort in terms of environmental conditions in

public spaces, especially the level of benefiting from sunlight and
wind, and arranging adequate urban open spaces with their scale
and size stand out as suggestions that should not be ignored.

In the future of public transportation and transportation, which

is the biggest challenge encountered during the epidemic, it

will be to provide social distance and direct citizens to physical
movements such as walking/cycling. Paris and Milan's local
governments announced their bicycle path projects to prevent air
pollution and traffic in future transportation planning. The rest of
the world is also expected to invest in more sustainable transport
methods after the epidemic. In terms of spatial approach,
hospitals are among the structures that require the most radical
changes to be built. The fact that hospitals, which are seen as
health centers, have ironically become structures that spread
disease in the event of an epidemic, showing that they should be
reconsidered. During the pandemic, hospitals with suitable infra-
structure became "“pandemic hospitals". In this transition, many
temporary solutions had to be produced in spaces. Although

simple solutions such as sterilization at hospital entrances and
separation of patient-doctor entrances are quickly implemented
as emergency measures, the first criterion to be considered in
new hospital designs will be measures for epidemic diseases.
It is obvious that quick measures that can be taken in case of
disasters and epidemics in future projects to be produced by
architecture will be in the priority order. Crisis architecture,
which is frequently needed due to natural disasters, wars, and
diseases in the current century, will lead architects to design
buildings that can be produced quickly and economically but
are also self-sufficient. In addition to the productions that
respond quickly to crisis needs, it is estimated that the demand
for the functional use of existing structures will increase. It is
thought that the importance of design and space functioning
will increase and the concept of sustainability with natural ma-
terials will manifest itself in all space types. In post-pandemic
architecture, important changes await us in attitudes and ways
of thinking that we will question past designs.
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
